Instructions:
This mount system is designed to mount into one of the fork tubes above the top triple

clamp on many European motorcycles. (Left or right side)

The mount is shipped fully assembled so it is necessary to remove the shaft from the
mount base in order to access the mounting screw inside the base pivot.

1. Slide the mount over the fork tube, rotate into position and tighten the 9/64 socket
head screw to tighten the mount.

2. To adjust the shaft angle and height. Remove the 10-32 socket head screw from
the lower end of the mount with the supplied 5/32” hex wrench and remove the
shaft and set aside.

3. Loosen the Base Pivot mounting screw (1/8” hex wrench) and adjust base pivot to
desired angle and re-tighten the screw.

4. Re-install the shaft from step 2.

5. Adjust the shaft and top socket angle to suit and snug all the fasteners. The 17mm
top will accept any TechMount 4" generation accessory.
